Introduction

Early College is an initiative funded by
the Gates Foundation, aimed at increas-
ing access to higher education for under-
served students. Launched in 2002, the
initiative focuses

on the develop-
ment of small
schools in which
high school stu-
dents earn both a
high school di-
ploma and transferable college credits
upon graduating from high school.

The Middle College National Consor-
tium (MCNC) is one of several interme-
diary organizations awarded funds by
the Gates Foundation to establish Early
College High Schools (ECHSSs). By the
200708 school year, the organization
was overseeing the development of 19
such schools in eight states, with clusters
in California and New York.
